Criteria for evaluating pictures and animations

1. 
The picture must be big and clear enough so that we can see and 
read everything.

2. 
The colours should be nice and not too bright or too dark.

3. 
Similar things should have similar colours, e.g. hydrophilic 
structures in blue colours and hydrophobic structures in 
yellow/orange colours.

4. 
All the important molecules should be in the picture.

5. 
Everything should be labelled clearly and correctly.

6. 
There mustn’t be any unimportant detail.

7. 
Interactive pictures where you can practise the names are great!

8. 
Pictures where you can see the 3dimensional structures are better 
than 2D pictures.

9. 
Animations should not work too quickly so that you can understand 
what happens.

10. 
Biomembranes should look fluid (e.g. wavy).
